
Twin Valley School District has always worked to 
keep its curriculum updated, meaningful, and aligned 
with state standards. Still, in education today, 
curriculum development is an ongoing process, as we 
identify ways in which the curriculum is working, and 
areas where we need to revisit and improve it. In 
collaboration with leaders from each of the schools, a 
plan has been outlined identifying the grade levels and 
content areas most in need of revision or updating. 
During the second semester of the 2009-2010 school 
year, we worked in a few of these areas, and will 
continue our efforts into the next school year. 

One area of special focus across the district is 
writing. To ensure continuity across all grade levels, 
and to strengthen our instructional practices with 
writing, elementary and middle school teams have 
been working to refine the Language Arts scope and 
sequence to confirm alignment with skills embedded 
within the standards, and to build an appropriate 
curriculum. Both the elementary and the middle school 
teachers will also coordinate their efforts on the

developed Reading Roadmap. As Honey Brook 
Elementary Center Principal, Jamie Whye, and Twin 
Valley Middle School Coordinator for Teaching and 
Learning, Stacy Dunleavy, lead these groups, the efforts 
of these teachers will coordinate well with those from 
the high school teachers as they work toward building 
a more well-defined scope and sequence for teaching 
students the skills that will help them be successful 
while in high school and beyond. We anticipate 
working with teachers in other content areas as well, 
since writing skills in particular are so critical to our 
students in their everyday lives and can be enhanced 
through the various types of writing expected across 
curricular areas. 

In other core curricular areas, Robeson Elementary 
Center Principal, Bill McKay, is working with a group of 
teachers on examining alignment in science among the 
elementary grade levels. Working with a PDE Consultant, 
teachers have reviewed the Environmental and Ecology 
and the Science and Technology Standards. The team is 
identifying ways to ensure that the elementary science 
kits also integrate the science into reading and writing 
workshop.  From here, we will examine science at the 
middle school level to strengthen curriculum and its 
delivery to promote greater student success. 

Twin Valley Middle School Principal, Jerry Catagnus, 
has formed a K-12 curriculum committee to revisit the

members only first came together at the end of the 
school year, following a review of curriculum at each 
grade level, they rapidly identified areas to consider for 
revision. The team will continue working with the 
curriculum during the summer and into the 2010-2011 
school year. 

Finally, in the area of mathematics, which has 
typically been strong in the Twin Valley School District, 
the 5th grade teachers have come together to review the 
content and delivery of Everyday Math at that level. 
Twin Valley Middle School Principal, Susan Lloyd, has 
been overseeing this work, and like those involved with 
the other content areas, this group of teachers will 
continue to meet. As they solidify plans for 5th grade, we 
will bring in teachers from the elementary school to 
assure alignment. 

Whether we are working on updating or fully revising 
curriculum in any subject area, we are proud of the 
dedicated teachers and administrators who are seeking 
the best ways to meet the needs of their students. We 
are confident their efforts will lead to positive classroom 
results.
